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arr ives on March 20.  I t’s time to spruce up, clean up, and 
dispose of excess baggage.  What to do with an old computer, 
stashed away, taking up space?  Many are looking for a way to 
get rid of them, possibly as a tax deduction,  but there may be 
several reasons why you would want to actually hang on to it.  

Please read on. 
 

Under no circumstances should you dispose of computers by 
throwing them in the trash. They are chock full of toxic waste 
and need to be dismantled and recycled properly.  Please don’ t 
just dump your  old system off outside any char ity as they 
don’ t know of it’s condition and would have to pay to dispose of 
it.  If it is operational, tell them so and let them price it 
accordingly. 
 

There are hundreds of organizations throughout the country that 
provide recycling services.  Start by checking with local and state 
agencies as well as schools to see if there are sanctioned donation 
programs.  There are a number of national recyclers (including 

Hewlett Packard) that you can find through your favorite search engine, but 
many charge a small disposal fee (five to twenty-five dollars) for each item.  
Typing “Recycling Used Computers”  in Google will bring you 1,200,000 hits 
from which you may choose the method that best fits your needs. 
 

An excellent local option you might check out is JoMacs Project Restar t.  
They will refurbish still functioning Macs and PCs and will arrange for 
distribution to truly needy families who otherwise could not afford a computer 
(which could be an aid to them in a job search and in the education of their 
children).  Their conduit to the community is The Family Resource Center and 
Oregon Head Star t.  For more information go to their website at 
www.jomacs.org or contact Chris Kiltz at (541) 660-1723.   
 
Before donating your  system, and no matter  where it ends up, make cer tain 
that you securely remove any personal data files (home accounting, old tax 
programs, documents,  spreadsheets, etc.).  A favorite program for scrubbing 
data from computers is called Eraser , available for free at SnapFiles: 
www.snapfiles.com.  Of course, it isn’ t worth it to a charity or a potential buyer 
to install an operating system.   Either leave the OS on the system or  reinstall it 
after wiping your data. 
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Be mindful that there are a 
number of possible uses for  an old 
computer  that you may want to 
consider  before getting r id of it.  If 
you are, or if you know, a music 
fanatic, you may want to consider 
turning it into an MP3 jukebox that 
can connect to a home stereo.  By 

wiping the drive clean and reinstalling Windows (any 
version), you can relegate the rest of the space and 
processing power for the simple playback of music.  A 
great MP3 player for older systems is Winamp 
(http://www.winamp.com). 
 
For those who have a large collection of digital 
pictures, you can make the old system a simple ©file 
server© for other computers on your home network or 
as a backup of your critical data. 
 
I f you are the inquisitive type, an old system is the 
perfect way to play around with L inux, the operating 
system alternative to Windows. You can get dozens of 
free versions of L inux at www.linux.org/dist. 
 
I f you have kids, it is nearly impossible these days to 
do homework without access to the Internet.  Surfing 
the Net and checking e-mail does not take much 
processing power, so an extra Internet-connected 
system always comes in handy in families with more 
than one child. 
 
Is e-waste regulated?  Twenty six states introduced 
52 e-waste bills in 2003.  Eleven of these bills required 
some sort of take-back or manufacturer responsibility.  
Ten of them ban electronics and/or CRTs from 
landfills.  California, Massachusetts, and several other 
states already have CRT landfill bans in effect.  In 
2004, some 20 additional states introduced 40 more 
bills.  
 
One final thing to keep in mind:  most old computers 
actually spend a year or two in a closet collecting dust 
before they get donated, which decreases the chances 
for them to be useful for a charity.  As this will not 
likely be the last time that you are faced with this 
decision, try to get it donated as soon as you determine 
that you have no use for it.

TAMING MS WORD 
 

Have you tr ied to work with the MS Word 
processing program only to find it had so many 
automatic settings that it was controlling your  text, 
not you?  How about when the program capitalizes 
for you, or numbers sentences that you didn’ t want 
numbered?  My program had so many automatic 
settings that when I poured a cup of coffee, MS Word 
added sugar and cream. 
 

Another habit it had that bothered me was whenever I 
clicked the menu bar I would get a very short menu.  
Then in a few seconds a larger menu would drop 
down.  When I want a menu, I want all of the choices 
immediately.  Don’ t put up with this bullying.  
Establish who is Alpha in your  house, r ight now! 
 

To get the whole menu the first time  click on Tools 
in the Menu Bar and then Customize.  Under the 
Options tab there will be a choice for you to have the 
full menu immediately, or only after a short pause.  
Click on the box of your choice.  A check mark means 
the choice is activated.  Then click.  Close at the 
bottom of the box. 
 

To choose whether  you want automatic number ing, 
click on Format in the menu bar and then AutoFormat.  
Choose Options at the bottom of the box.  In the new 
box you will see five tabs across the top.  Choose the 
AutoFormat as You Type tab.  There you will see the 
choice of Automatic Numbered Lists.  Click on the 
box to add or remove the check mark.  Then click OK 
at the bottom of the box. 
 

To choose whether  you want automatic 
capitalization, click on Format, in the Menu Bar and 
then AutoFormat.  Choose Optiions at the bottom of 
the box.  Next, click on the AutoCorrect tab.  There 
you will find a Capitalize First Letter of Sentences 
box.  Click to put in or remove the check mark.  Click 
OK.

He has begun attending 
RCC in the hope of gaining a skill that will get him a job.  
He also volunteers for his church.  Joyce works at the Good 
Will.  She loves to cook and enjoys watching cooking 
shows on TV.  Joyce also loves cats and she likes to bowl 
with Special Olympics.  Randy and Peter engage in some 
team sport all the year ‘ round.  All are interested in 
photography and each have a one-step camera.  Randy 
wants to get a digital and learn more.  Peter plays games on 
the computer.  Maggie says “We are just one big family.”  
 
They all love the Special Olympics, as participants and/or 
volunteers.  Peter is a speaker for them and Maggie does 
volunteer work in various capacities. 
 
Maggie says a primary joy in her life is her grandchildren.  
She attends all of their sports events at school.  They play 
games together, cook, and love to take pictures which they 
enter in the JoCo Fair.  Maggie says, “Before computers, I 
did all kinds of handwork, cooking and baking, and recently 
became involved in photography.”   She learned to do 
picture editing with the computer and now puts photos on 
cups and makes calendars.  “No one is safe when I have my 
camera in hand,”  says Maggie. 
 
Maggie first learned about RASCAL from her friend, and 
club member, Judy Pyle.  She joined to learn about 
computers and has remained to serve the club.  With all of 
her responsibilities we can only hope that she finds time to 
do whatever “ learning”  she feels she needs.  In the 
meanwhile, Maggie may be teaching some of us, by 
example, how to live richly.

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 Happy Housekeeping Hints 

(Culled from previous Lou Lyons articles)   
 

(1) You may have the latest, greatest, and fastest 
computer  on the market and still soon begin to 
notice that it is “slower than it used to be,”   acts 
“ funny,”  and seems to crash more.  Well, all 
computers have limitations and need some help now 
and then.  Get into the habit of per forming routine 
maintenance on a regular  basis.    It only takes about 
an hour a week, and for most of that hour you can be 
off doing your thing while the computer does its thing.  
Here’s what you do: 

·  Run DISK CLEANUP, SCANDISK (CHKDSK in 
Win XP), and DISK DEFRAGMENTER each 
week.  Clean out your temporary files, empty your 
Recycle Bin, delete your Internet History Files, 
and use programs such as PestPatrol, Ad/Aware, 
and RepClean regularly.  Get rid of programs you 
never use.  You’ ll find that your system will run 
like brand new if you do these things regularly. 

·  And be sure to backup all of your files and data on 
a regular basis, so that you don’ t lose valuable 
stuff if you someday have a real crash — and 
someday you will!

(2)  I f you are like me, you have about a thousand 
fonts installed on your  computer , and you use 
about five of them!  They are all stored in the registry 
and they all get loaded when you boot-up.  This slows 
down the boot process, uses up valuable memory, and 
generally does nothing for you except slow things 
down.  It’s like getting older, it happens so slowly that 
you barely notice, until one day you look in the mirror 
and wonder “How the heck did that happen?” 
 

There is an easy fix for this problem (not the aging 
problem).  Look in C:\Windows and you’ ll find a 
folder called FONTS.  Everything in there loads when 
you boot up.  Make a new folder called 
FONTSOTHER (that’ ll keep it right near your 
FONTS folder, for convenience).  Then just move all 
those unused fonts into the new folder.  There they 
will remain without cluttering up your registry or 

using up your registry or or using up memory.  If you 
move a font that you later decide you really need, or 
your system needs for something, just move it back to 
the original folder.  Don’ t move Arial, Courier, 
Marlett, or any font starting with MS, 8514, or VGA.  I 
moved about 600 fonts, taking up about 40 MB of 
space.  That shaved about 15 seconds off my boot 
time!  Don’ t knock it!  A few seconds here, and a few 
seconds there, and pretty soon you’ re talking about real 
time. 
 

(3)  When you have a CD that you use all the time (I  
use Bookshelf), the odds are that you just leave it in 
the CD dr ive all the time.  The problem with this is 
that it takes Windows forever at boot-up to determine 
whether or not there’s a disk in the drive, but it takes it 
practically no time to determine if the drive is empty.  
If you have room on your Hard Drive, uninstall the 
original program and run RegClean (I’ ve not found, at 
this writing, that this works with XP).  Then make a 
new folder and copy the entire install CD into that 
folder.  Remove the disk from the drive and then 
reinstall the program from the new folder.  Now you 
won’ t have to find the program disk when you need it 
or when you leave it in the drive.  An added bonus is 
that the program will run much faster since a hard 
drive is much, much faster than a CD.  This works on 
most CD’s, but I’ve run into one where it simply 
wouldn’ t work.  I’m still trying to figure out why, but 
your odds are pretty good.  A few seconds here, and a 
few seconds there . . . 
 

(4)  I t happens to all of us at one time or  another .  
You install a new program, download something from 
the Net, or just look at your screen wrong.  POW!  
Your system is all screwed up.  Well, if you’ re using 
Windows Me or XP there is a feature called SYSTEM 
RESTORE.  What it does is take a “snapshot”  of your 
system at predetermined times and stores it away.  All 
you have to do is select one of those restore points 
when your system was working properly, and reinstate 
things as they were then.  All fixed — and you don’ t 
have to call for help and then wait until you get it.  Just 
go to HELP, type in System Restore and learn how to 
use this almost magic cure.  It will be time well spent.  
For  Windows 98 users, the easiest thing to do is to 
buy a program called GoBack.  It’s low cost if you 
shop around a bit.  It does the same thing as System 
Restore.  When you get a feel for what this feature can 
do for you, and it’s limitations, you’ ll wonder how you 
ever got along without it.  Give it a try.
