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                      WHAT  IS  IT  LIKE  to be
                          SCAMMED?

RASCAL member, Lannie Harkin, spoke before our meeting on February 20 
to share with us a personal experience which she hopes will be a cautionary 
for others.  This article is a re-telling for those not in attendance that day.

Note that about 120 members attended this meeting.
Your newsletter goes out to over 900 RASCAL members.

 Bob Booth gave a RASCAL meeting presentation on “PHISHING”  re-
cently.  Some of us may have sat through it thinking “Why am I here?  I don’t 
need to know this.  This will never happen to me.”  I’m about to share some-
thing that will prove that it can happen to any of us at any time.  So please 
read on and, hopefully, you will be a little more armed and prepared.

First of all, I want to share how we, at my home, have been bombarded with 
emails claiming to be from Pay-Pal and eBay, telling us that we need to up-
date our billing information by clicking on an attached website.  All of these 
emails are very authentic looking, complete with the PayPal and e-Bay logos, 
with fraud warnings, etc.  However, because of what I learned from Bob’s 
presentation, when I hovered the mouse over the suggested website, it showed 
something totally different than PayPal.com or eBay.com. 

I then forwarded the fraudulent message to either SPOOF@PayPal or 
SPOOF@eBay, as directed in their website.  Within minutes of forwarding, I 
received a message back telling me that the message was indeed a fraud and 
was not sent by either eBay or PayPal.  Our account remains intact, but had I 
not been at the RASCAL meeting when Bob gave us all that good information 
about “PHISHING,” I shudder to think what kind of problems I could be 
having.

Now for my personal “SCAM” experience:  On February 4, 2007, we listed 
a car on Northwest Auto Mall, which is a secure site.  I need to clarify here 
that what happened was no fault of this website.  Within just a few hours of 
listing the car for sale, we were contacted through email by a “John Smith” 
with a Yahoo email address.  This was our first cautionary.  The initial email 
was very short and to the point:  Mr. Smith was interested in buying the car, 
not asking a lot of questions about it, but wanting to know the best price for it; 
and “maybe we could send some more pictures of it?”  We responded telling 
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him the price of the car was $1,500, payable by 
way of cash, check or cashier’s check; buyer to 
take delivery of the car when the funds are cleared.

The next day we received an email saying that the 
price was fine with him and shipping was not a 
problem, and he had a shipping company who 
would handle the shipping for him.  He would be 
sending us a cashier's check and he would be add-
ing the shipping payment to the check.  We were 
to deduct $1,500 and then send the remaining bal-
ance to the shipping company via Western Union!!  
This sent up another red flag for us but we were 
still giving him the benefit of the doubt.  After all, 
the car was not going anywhere until the funds 
cleared the bank.

Mr. Smith asked for a mailing address for the 
check and we gave him our P.O. Box.  He also 
gave us his phone number:  a Seattle number 
which we now know is listed to a company called 
International Telcom, with no address.  On Friday 
we got an email from him saying that he had sent a 
check and gave us a Fed-Ex tracking number.  I 
checked the Fed-Ex website and found that the en-
velope originated in Visalia, California and was on 
a Fed-Ex truck in Medford.  Since Fed-Ex does not 
deliver to P.O. Boxes, I had to give them our home 
address.  Within about a half-hour, the envelope 
was delivered to our house — with a return ad-
dress of Maxwell Thompsen, Seattle, WA.

Inside the envelope was a very authentic-looking 
check, drawn on a Wells Fargo Bank in Santa 
Monica, CA from the account of BUYCHEAP-
SOFTWARE in Marina Del Rey, CA, complete 
with a watermark on the back and everything, in 
the sum of $5,000!!!  So if we were to follow this 
guy’s directions, we would deposit this check into 
our account, and then email him to let him know 
we received it.  He would give us his shipper’s in-
formation and we would then send his shipper a 
check for $3,500 (not a bad return on his invest-
ment).

However, we took the check to the local Wells 
Fargo Bank, where they confirmed what we sus-
pected: the check was no good since the account 
had been closed because of “Lost/Stolen” checks.

We called the phone number in Seattle and left a 
message that the check was no good.  The next 
day we got another email from him stating that he 
had checked the Fed-Ex website and noted that 
we had received the check and to please contact 
him ASAP and he would give us his shipper’s 
information so we could send the balance of the 
check to them!!!  I then wrote him a nice email 
telling him that the check was no good, drawn on 
a lost/stolen account.  I advised that through the 
advice of the Grants Pass police, we had turned 
over all documents to the FBI Fraud Unit.

We have not heard from him again!!!!!  However, 
about three days later, we did receive another 
email which was exactly the same as the first one 
— word-for-word — expressing interest in buy-
ing the item we placed on the net; asking what is 
the best price, etc.

From this you can see how determined these 
“Phisher/Scammer’s” are and how prevalent 
they are.  For every one that gets found out, there 
are hundreds, probably thousands, more just wait-
ing in the wings.

It doesn’t seem to matter how careful you are, 
these people are very sophisticated.  All of their 
documents are so authentic looking.  They are 
able to duplicate all of the Logos, fine-print warn-
ings, etc.  We have since found out the reason 
they use Fed-Ex is because if they send these 
things by U.S. Mail and get caught, then it’s Mail 
Fraud and that is a Federal Offense.

The best word of caution I think I can offer, 
after these experiences, is:  be suspicious.  If it 
sounds too good to be true, it is!  And even if it 
looks real, doubt it and check it out.  It’s a shame 
that we have to be so skeptical but these devious 
ones leave us no alternative.

Most of us continue to receive messages sent in 
Forward which display multiple names and ad-
dresses of previous recipients.  For this reason, the 
information here bears repeating, even though 
similar admonitions have appeared here previously.  
The following is adapted from a message sent by a 
system administrator for a large corporation to all 
within the company.

This applies to all of us who send emails.

Everyone hates viruses and junk mail.  Every time 
you Forward an email there is information left over from 
those who received the message before you, namely 
their email addresses and names!  Each time the mes-
sage is forwarded the list builds and builds.  If one poor 
sap on the list gets a virus from wherever, his computer 
can send that virus to every email address that has come 
across his computer.  Also, some devious person can 
take all of those addresses and sell them or send junk 
mail to them in the hope that you will go to the site and 
he will make five cents for each hit.  Multiply many 
thousands by five and you’ve got more than pocket 
money.  How do you stop this “mischief”?  There are 
several easy steps.

�x�� When you forward an email, DELETE all of the 
other addresses that appear in the body of the 
message (at the top).  First, click the Forward but-
ton on the message you have just received.  You will 
then have full editing capabilities for both the body 
and headers in a message.  Then highlight and de-
lete; or backspace and delete; or cut them — what-
ever  you know how to do.  It only takes a second or 
two.

�x�� Whenever you send an email to several persons, 
do not use the To: or Cc: fields for your recipi-
ent’s addresses (especially when they may not 
know one another).   Instead use the Bcc:  field.  
Each recipient will then see only their name and ad-
dress and your message will automatically say 
“Undisclosed Recipients” in the To: field.

�x�� Remove any “FW:” on the Subject Line for a  
better-looking presentation and one that shows you 
have given it some personal attention.  You can re-
name the subject if you wish or fix spelling.

�x�� Did you know that there may be hidden dangers 
in petitions sent by email?  You may be asked to 
add your name and forward it to a number of people.   
The email may be forwarded on and on and can col-
lect thousands of names and email addresses.  Such 
a petition is worth bucks to a professional spammer.  
If you want to support the petition, send it as your 
own personal letter to the intended recipient.  Your 
position may carry more weight as a personal letter 
than would a laundry list of names and email ad-
dresses on a petition.

Some Other E-mails to Delete and 
Not to Forward:

�x�� The one that says something like, “Send this email 
to ten people and good things will happen to you.”

�x�� Also don’t send the one that says, “If you don’t pass 
this on bad things will happen to you.”  Although 
these dire warnings may be sent by well-meaning 
friends, just TRASH these.

�x�� Before you forward an “Amber Alert,” or a “Virus 
Alert,” or some of the other warning type emails 
floating around, check them out first.  Most of them 
are in the Junk Mail category.  Any of these you 
receive that are in question may be checked out at 
Snopes.  Just go to www.snopes.com.  It is really 
easy to find out if the warning or alert is real or not.  
If it is not real or true, of course, do not pass it on.

So please practice these simple cautionaries and help 
STOP THE SPAMMERS, THE JUNK MAIL, AND 

THE SPREAD OF VIRUSES!

Write less - Stop imagining that all your emails 
need to be epic literature; get better at just keeping 
the conversation moving by responding quickly and 
with short actions in the reply. Ask for more infor-
mation, pose a question, or just say “I don’t know.” 
Stop trying to be Marcel Proust, and just smack it 
over the net—especially if fear of writing a long re-
ply is what slows your response time.  A No 
Brainer:  This does not mean that you should 
write elliptically or bypass standard grammar, 
capitalization, and punctuation (unless you want 
to look 12 years old); it simply means that your 
well-written message can and should be as concise 
as possible.  That saves everyone time.

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TIPS for PRINTING WEB 
PAGES

Because the internet uses its own special type of 
formatting to make web pages look good on the 
screen, that same formatting doesn’t always look 
good when printed or copied to a work document.

Many web pages have “printer friendly” versions or 
Portable Document Format (PDF) versions.  These 
options will print the web page in plain text.  This 
option usually does not print the ads.  If the web 
does not have a “printer friendly” or PDF option, 
you can use the Print Preview function in the File 
menu to see what the page would look like before 
printing it.  Sometimes the web page is too wide or 
too long for the paper in your printer.

A quick and easy method to control the way a web 
page prints would be to click on File then Page 
Setup.  Here you can make some changes in the pa-
per orientation, the margins and the paper size.  
Nothing is more frustrating than printing out a web 
page and finding the last few letters of each line 
have been cut off.

I often select (highlight) the text to be printed, then 
choose Print from the File menu, and then when the 
Printer Dialog Box appears, I choose the Print Se-
lection option.  The printer will print only the text 
you’ve selected.

Cutting and pasting from a web page will sometimes 
show the text inside the tables (square boxes) used to 
create the web page.  To avoid the tables, select the 
text you want to print, and then copy the text to your 
Clipboard.  To paste the text into a word processing 
program go to Edit; instead of choosing Paste, 
choose the Paste Special option, and then click on 
Unformatted Text.  The Web page text will show 
without the tables.  Occasionally, unwanted links or 
addresses will show at the bottom of your text, but 
you can easily delete them by selecting them and 
pressing the space bar.

Remember, if you click the printer icon in the Tool 
Bar you will not have the opportunity to change any 
of the settings in the Printer Dialog Box prior to 
printing.

*Wi-Fi:  Wireless Fidelity; *Hotspots:  A specific 
geographic location in which an access point pro-
vides public wireless broadband network services to 
mobile visitors through a WLAN*.  Hotspots are 
often located in heavily populated places such as 
airports, train stations, libraries, marinas, convention 
centers and hotels.  Hotspots typically have a short 
range of access.  *WLAN:  Wireless Local Area 
Network (also known as LAWN:  Local Area Wire-
less Network).

FLASH PLAYER & VIDEO CLIPS

If you are having trouble viewing video clips that require 
Flash Player, my recent experience

 may be of benefit to you.

Flash Player is needed to view movies on YouTube and simi-
lar sites that have become the latest source of amusement, 
including the viewing of many electronic greeting cards.  For 
quite some time I was having trouble viewing items on vari-
ous websites that require Flash Player.  The site would tell me 
I needed Flash Player, which I have had on my system for 
years — and in an updated version.  Assuming that there was 
a problem in my version, I used the site’s hyperlink to Adobe 
to download a new version (Flash Player is a plug-in Adobe 
feature).

This download didn’t allow me to view the various movies 
that required it.  I thought that the file might be corrupt.  The 
obvious thing to do was to remove my version and reinstall 
the latest from Adobe.  This I did, twice.  I was still unable to 
view those video clips.

I recently came upon a site that offered a solution and that 
mentioned the exact problem I had been experiencing.  I fol-
lowed the instructions and it worked!  You can find the in-
structions on how to uninstall the Adobe Flash Player at:

index.cfm?id=tn_14157  (Don’t miss the underline between 
tn and 14157:  tn_14157.)

NOTE:  After you download this small removal program, 
make sure you close your browser before executing it or it 
will leave files in the existing Flash Player and you will 
continue to have problems.  After the successful removal 
you may then download the most recent version from Adobe.

Ron Willing was introduced as the new RAS-
CAL Communications and Facilities Director 
and Board Member.

There is another possible cause for the loss of the use of 
Flash Player. This is its removal when you use RegScrub 
XP.  This free cleaning utility is one I feel that is among the 
best but it also removes a file that is required by Flash Player 
to function properly.  It’s normal use is to open it, then select 
“RegScrubXP Find Problems” and let it run to completion; 
then “Select all Problems,” then “Fix all Problems.”  When 
the program completes, it will display the files it recommends 
for deletion.  If you have Flash Player installed, the following 
file will be listed for removal one or more times:

D27CDB6E-AE6D-11cf9688-444553540000

Double check this entry as there may be several entries almost 
identical! Make a check mark in the box beside each line this 
file is listed on and click on “Add Exclusions.”  This will 
allow the file to be excluded from future scans and allow 
Flash Player to function.  THEN run RegScrubXP again by
selecting “Find All Problems”; select all it finds, and delete 
them.  Then take the removal action as instructed, above, in-
cluding the precautions in the NOTE.  This completely re-
moves all files associated with Flash Player — which appar-
ently can’t be done using the Add-Remove function in the 
Control Panel.
