A SECOND LOOK

Editor’s Note: In the January ‘08 RASCAL news-
letter, Nancy Kain wrote a well-researched
article on The Reliability of Flash Drives.

FLASH DRIVES

Since | recommend and teach the use
of portable USB flash drives (also
known as jump or thumb drives) for
transport and/or storage of files in my
Beginning Digital Camera class for
RASCAL, it was important for me to do some research
on the subject. After hours and hours of research and
reading on the internet, | came to the conclusion that
flash drives are an inexpensive, convenient, reliable way
to transport or store files.

Experts extolled the virtues of flash drives and most of
them never mentioned any downside, though there are
some. They all preferred their use to that of CD/DVDs
because they are faster, hold more data, have the reli-
ability of no moving parts, last longer, are less delicate,
smaller to carry, and there are no discs to buy. Most
flash drives are able to support up to 500,000 write/erase
cycles, and can last up to 10 years. For a comprehen-
sive discussion on the subject, go tauikipe-
dia.org/wiki/lUSB_flash_drive.

Many Fortune 500 companies issue USB flash drives to
every employee and, at the end of each day, every day,
the employee downloads his day’s work for backup.
Flash drives are now being installed in some televisions
(Samsung & Toshiba) to record shows. They are also
now being installed in certain laptops by Dell, replacing
the traditional hard drive!! They are also used by the
military in some of their aircraft in certain recorders.

caused by manufacturer error, but mostly amount to user
error. Other failures can result from things such as mis-
placing the flash drive, cracking the case of the drive,

leaving the cap off causing dirt to enter, and dropping

into water (though in some cases this did no harm!).

If you stick to the “name” brands such as San Disk,
Lexar, and Kingston, and do not try to buy the least ex-
pensive flash drive, you are sure to get a reliable flash
drive that will give you many years of service. In the
rare instance when you do have an internal drive prob-
lem, there are individuals and software out there that can
do your data recovery. Needless to say, if your data is
very important, it is always a good idea to “double
backup” putting the same information on another flash
drive or a CD/DVD disc for safe keeping. If you have
extensive data stored on your flash drive, check periodi-
cally to see that it is still as you stored it, just as you
would do with a CD/DVD disc.

Here are a few tips from the experts when buying your
flash drive:

Decide how much storage you needAvoid less than
512MB size. 1GB and 2GB are better values.

For sensitive information, get password protection
and data encryption.

Decide if you need a more protective casdf you are
hard on your drives, choose a robust drive, one that can
take physical abuse.

Retractable connector vs. a cap. Nice if you worry
about losing the cap, but retractable designs still leave
some of the connector exposed.

Consider U3 technology for running applications. If
you don’t plan to do this, get a regular drive. Many
owners ultimately find the U3 software annoying.

For the ability to see how much drive space is avalil-
able, get one that features a capacity meter.

My research was very encouraging. Very little negative
comment was given and all the reviewers love the USB
flash drives. They were more worried about file security
than the flash drive breaking down. The reviewers
hailed USB flash drives as the new storage device for
the 2F' century.

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The FUTURE of VISTA
~ by Tom Crittenden

Editor’'s note: There has been speculation by some club
members in recent weeks over the future of the Vista
Operating System due, in part, to reports that it may be
“discontinued” in favor of a new system in 2009. An
esteemed and knowledgeable RASCAL instructor is
offering his view here on this in the hope that it might

lessen any concern or confusion.

| know of no plans of Microsoft to discontinue

or recall Vista as a rumor would have it. What

Bill Gates has announced is the intention to not
take nearly as long — as they did with Vista — for
the presentation of the next Windows version, with
a goal of 2009 for the next version. | would be
surprised, based on past performance, if they meet
that goal. According t&NET News Microsoft
expects to releas®#indows 7in January 2010.
There is not much information yet available on
what the new version will contain.

Microsoft was soliciting input regarding Vista
from software developers and testers back in 2006,
before Vista was released, for thoughts on the
“next version” after Vista. So there is nothing
new here. Also, no plans have made it to the de-
veloper network for beta testers or developers —
hence my assessment that it's unlikely any new OS
will be released in 2009 other than possibly for
testing.

Historically, MS has supported each version of the
OS through two version-update releases. How-
ever, they supported Windows 98 a lot longer than
that, and | suspect the same will be true of XP.
Thus, | believe Vista will get a long support
time. What will happen is, when the new version
comes out, they will no longer add new features to
the older OS versions; but security patches, web
support, phone support etc. will all remain. Also,
historically, a few months after the presentation of
a new OS, the old one is no longer available for
purchase.

My view is that | wouldn't hesitate at this point

in time to buy a new PC with Vista on it. | also
would not spend the money to upgrade to Vista on
an existing XP PC, unless there was a strong need
for some Vista feature or features.

On the window
that opens, click on thBroperties button on the
lower left, then theNireless Networkstab at the
top. UnderPreferred Networks look for your
home, work, or favorite coffee shop’s router name.

This will priori-
tize the connection to your favorite hot spot’s ac-
cess points. You can also use Remove button

to eliminate the auto-connection of networks that
are no longer used or those that happen to be at
your neighbor’'s house.

VISTA CDs?

Q: | sent a friend photographs on a CD. She
was unable to view them. She told me she has
previously encountered this problem. It hap-
pens with CDs that were created in Windows
Vista. When | finished the disc, a message
popped up. It said something like, “Please wait
while Vista formats this disc to be read on all
computers.” However, my friend told me that |
need to select something before | burn the disc. |
don’t see any options when | create a disc. Help!

A: Things like this annoy me. Computers can
read CDs so long as they have a CD or DVD
drive. And you are presumably using a common
format like JPEG. Ergo, you shouldn’t have trou-
ble exchanging CDs between machines. In real-
ity, Microsoft has thrown you a curve. Vista in-
troduced a new format for writing discsThe
Live File System. Those CDs aren’t necessarily
compatible with all computers.

CDs created by Windows XP use thtastered
format. That format requires you to finalize the
disc after it is burned. So, it must be completed in
one session. Rewritable discs can be written to
again, but must be erased first.

By default, Vista use§he Live File System.
With this format, you can write files to the CD
whenever you want. You can also erase files
whenever you want (provided you're using a re-
writable CD). A rewritable CD can be used like a
floppy disc or USB drive. When | make a disc
for Vista, | just usd.ive File System. But when

the disc will be used on other machines, | use the
Mastered format. You shouldn’t run into too
many problems with this format.

To select théviastered format, insert a blank CD

in your computer. ClickBurn files to disc” in

the box that opens. Enter a name for the disc and
click “Show formatting options.” SelectMas-
tered and clickNext. Your CD will be format-
ted. You can then add files and finalize the disc.
Now, that isn't too complicated — once you
know where to look!

Everyone who buys a notebook wants to know how
long its battery will last. Especially when they cost in
the neighborhood of $100.00.

The brief answer is, it depends! Battery life is highly
variable, depending upon how you use your laptop.
Batteries for laptops come in three main types: nickel
cadmium (NiCad), nickel metal hydride (NiMN), and
lithium ion. You can recharge each of these batteries
with an AC adaptor over and over and over. In most
cases, it will give you between one and two hours of
computer use, depending on a number of factors.

Battery Use Factors

There are a number of factors that contribute to or de-
termine the usable battery charge-time for your laptop.

Display brightness.

USB Devices drawing power (such as iPODs).
Use of hard drive.

Use of optical (CD/DVD) drive.

Battery charge state (was it fully charged).

Battery age: batteries have a finite life span.
Network use.

Memory upgrades: more memory means more
power use.

Battery Extension Tips

Following are tips to help you get the longest battery
life possible.

1. Keep your screen as dim as possibleLCD
screens are one of the biggest battery drainers.
Adjust your setting so you have enough brightness
for comfortable computing.

2. Use power wisely.Turn off or disconnect unused
devices; each of them drains power. Most note-
books have power-management options. When
you're not using your laptop, you should have it
on sleep mode (assuming you really need it on), or
your notebook’s equivalent. This mode keeps
enough power running to maintain minimal func-
tion, so you can resume full power with very little
delay when you're ready to return to your work or
play. But if you don’t need it on at all, shut it
down.

Cut down on hard-drive activity. You can cut
down on how hard your hard drive must work by
defragmenting it regularly. This can be done
automatically at selected regular intervals once
you've located theDisk Defragmenter in the
Start | Programs | Accessories | System Tools
menu and follow prompts. Also adjust your
power settings so that the drive sleeps when not
needed.

Minimize optical drive use. If you are on the
road, a portable CD/DVD player will have a
vastly longer battery life, than using your laptop
as a CD or DVD player. If there are files or pro-
grams that you use from your CD/DVD drive,
copy them onto the hard drive.

Disable startup items. Every time you boot up
(in Windows), startup items load into memory,
causing additional CPU’s power load. You can
easily disable startup options simply by clicking
Start then the Run feature, then entering
C:\MSCONFIG (and presEnter) and following
the prompts.

Keep your battery fit! Yes, you can actually
condition your battery. When you buy your lap-
top, charge the battery to its full capacity, then
discharge it completely. Next, fully charge it
again. This way your battery actually learns how
much electrical charge it can hold. Always make
sure when you charge your battery fully.

Clean battery contacts. Remove your battery
and clean its metal contacts with alcohol (ideally
do this every two months), allowing it to dry thor-
oughly before replacing it. This makes sure the
power transfer between the laptop and its battery
is as efficient as possible.

8. Use the Airliner
Power Port. Many

of today’s airliners
offer special power
ports that you can use
to power your laptop.
You will need a special power adaptor to con-
nect your notebook computer, but they are
worth having and using. Also, take advantage
of airport waiting time to plug in and get as
much charge as you can!

Lastly, when you are using your computer
for extended periods while it is plugged into
the wall — remove the battery. Local lap-
top techs all say that their experience has indi-
cated that this greatly extends the life of the
battery.
