PREPARING a COMPUTER for
DONATION or RECYCLING

Before donating your system be sure, of course, 
to backup your programs and files.  And no mat-
ter where it ends up, the best advice is to be certain 
that you securely remove any personal data files 
such as home accounting, old tax programs, docu-
ments, spreadsheets, etc.  RASCAL Phyllis Wilkey, 
who builds and repairs computers, recommends a 
free download program called Darik’s Boot and 
Nuke (DBAN).  It securely wipes the hard disks of 
most computers and will automatically and com-
pletely delete the contents of any hard disk that it 
can detect.  DBAN provides a way of preventing 
identity theft if you want to recycle or sell a com-
puter and affords a way to totally clean a MS Win-
dows installation of viruses and spyware.  Get more 
information from www.dban.sourceforge.net/ .

HOMESPUN USES for
AN OLD COMPUTER

�x�� Use the old system as a 
backup of your critical data.
�x�� Use it as a simple “file 
server” for large files such as a 
collection of digital photos.

�x�� After wiping the drive clean and re-installing 
any version of Windows, use it as an MP3 
jukebox that can connect to a home stereo.  The 
rest of the space and processing power can be 
devoted to the exclusive playback of music.  A 
good MP3 player for older systems is

�x�� Use it as an extra internet-connected system for 
students and grandkids who need it for doing 
research and homework, or for anyone who 
wants only to use email or surf the net.  Re-
member that these functions do not take much 
processing power, so an old system should do 
the job.

�x�� Use it to be venturesome in any direction your 
curiosity takes you. For instance, you might 
play around with alternative window systems 
such as Linux.  www.linux.org/dist.

Craigslist is one of my 
absolute favorite sites on 
the web for finding 
something I need and 
for selling something I 
don’t need.  It’s one of 
the most useful sites on 

the web and is not there just for buying and selling.  
In their forums you can interact with people all 
over the world on any variety of topics.   In their 
residential listings you can use it to find vacation 
rentals, a house for sale, or an apartment for rent.   
You may barter  your services for something else.  
There is even an events calendar for up-to-date 
happenings in your home town or in Timbuktu. 
That’s just the tip of the craigslist iceberg.  With 
forums from housing to self-employment, to a dis-
cussion of cabbages & kings, you’re sure to find  a 
list that meets your needs in some way. 

To find a good deal on a vacation spot:  pick your 
country or state, then navigate to either the tickets, 
vacation rentals, or barter category.  I know that 
folks are able to score some excellent last-minute 
vacation bargains here, and you are dealing with 
people in your local area.

If you are looking for something specific, say a 
Queen Anne brocaded couch circa 1965,  you can 
set up a craigslist alert to be notified when some-
thing new pops up that fits your criteria.  This is 
how you do it:

�x�� Go to your city’s craigslist and click on furni-
ture.

�x�� Enter your search term(s), what you’re willing 
to pay, and whether you’re looking for some-
thing from a furniture dealer or private seller.

�x�� When you’re done, click Enter.
�x�� Scroll to the bottom of the page.
�x�� Click on the orange button with the letters 

RSS*.
�x�� You’ll see a whole page of funny looking 

code in your browser window.  Copy that 
page’s URL and paste it into your favorite 
feed reader*.

Now you can be notified via your feed reader 
every time an item is posted on craigslist that 
meets your criteria.

Every craigslist category has an RSS feed and 
you can program your parameters.  For example, 
if you’re looking for a leather couch between 
$400 and $600, you can specify that within the 
furniture  category and have results delivered to 
you.

If you've been to any of a number 
of "portal" sites that provide news and head-
line summaries from many other sources, 
you've seen RSS in action.

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TIPS on SEARCHING the 
INTERNET SUCCESSFULLY

The internet has given us more access to more informa-
tion better, faster, and cheaper than anyone could have 
imagined.  In just the past ten years, the number of us-
ers has increased  from a few million to over three hun-
dred million world-wide.  The problem is:  there is no 
instruction manual on how to keep it from becoming a 
colossal “time sink.”  My course “Tips on Searching 
the Internet Successfully” offered this March, will give 
you some ideas for more efficient and effective ways to 
use the awesome power of the World Wide Web.  Fol-
lowing is an example of what you will learn in this 
course.

1. Is Your Subject Broad?  (e.g., computers, poli-
tics, sports, religion, finances.)  Start with a direc-
tory service such as Yahoo or Google that catego-
rizes Web sites by subject; then drill down through 
the layers of subcategories until you get close to 
what you want.

2.  Is Your Subject Narrow?  (e.g., iMac, Clark 
Gable, the NY Yankees, travel.)  Choose a specific 
search engine such as Google (www.google.com), 
AltaVista  (www.altavista.com), HotBot
( w w w . h o t b o t . c o m) ,  A s k  G e e v e s 
(www.askgeeves.com), Kayak (www.kayak.com),
Yahoo (www.yahoo.com), etc.

3.  Choose Your Keywords Carefully.  Select four 
to six words to help narrow the search.  If you type 
“human” and “resources” you will get thousands of 
hits; if you type “human + resources” you will still 
get a lot of hits, but far fewer.

4.  Increase the Accuracy of the Search.  Use 
phrases instead of single words; depending on what 
search engine you are using, you may type quota-
tion marks:  “  “, or brackets [  ] around the phrase.

5.  Use Several Search Engines Simultaneously.  
For more comprehensive research, try a “meta” 
search engine such as metacrawler 
www.metacrawler.com, or 37 www.37.com that 
gives query access to numerous search engines.

6.  Refine Your Search.  Many search engines 
will let you revise the search parameters so that 
you can, for example, add Sales and Marketing as 
keywords to a search about Business Develop-
ment.

7.  Read the HELP or Other Available Online 
Instruction.  Each search engine has its own pecu-
liar quirks and knowing them will help you put 
together a more accurate search and might yield 
better results.

8.  Exploit the “Good” Web Sites.  Some of the 
better sites provide links to related or complemen-
tary sites.  These links can take you to other sites 
you might not otherwise easily find.

9.  Guess at The URL if You Don’t Know It.  
Most of the time it is intuitive and obvious:  Mi-
crosoft.com, Dell.com, Princeton.com, etc.  
Sometimes it is necessary to add to it or use the 
organization name literally, such as 
“thehungersite” or “barnesandnoble.”

10.  Use the Onboard Spell Checker.  You would 
be amazed at how often people misspell words in 
their queries and wonder why they get no hits.  
Computers are stupid and quite literal.

11.  Understand the Limits.  Even if you enter a 
precise query, many of the “hits” will not be appli-
cable to your search since neither search engines 
nor the computers that run them, nor the person 
using them are perfect.

12.  Remember and Learn.  The internet and the 
web cannot contain the sum of all knowledge; 
while neither does a library.  In some cases, you 
might be well-advised to consult a competent li-
brarian for advice.  They are generally very well-
versed in use of the World Wide Web.

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HTTP & HTTPS
LOOK for THE  DIFFERENCE!

Next time you are on the web take a good look at 
the address in the browser.  It will likely begin with 
the following:  http://.  Have you ever noticed one 
that begins with https://?

Be aware of the DIFFERENCE.

HTTP stands for HyperText Transport Protocol.  
It’s a computer “language” or protocol which en-
ables information to be passed back and forth be-
tween web servers (like Internet Explorer) and cli-
ents (any web site).

HTTPS stands for HyperText Transport Proto-
col Secure.   That “s” makes a big difference if you 
want to keep information you enter on a site from 
being accessed by unwelcome intruders. 

If you are on a site without the “s” after HTTP it 
means that the website is communicating with 
your browser using the regular unsecure lan-
guage.  In effect, it would be possible for someone 
to  “eavesdrop” on your computer’s conversation 
with the website.  For example, if you fill out a 
form on this website, it could be seen by an in-
truder.  If you enter a credit card number on an un-
secured site, this could be Manna from Heaven for 
the intruder.

So HTTPS to the rescue!  If the web address begins 
with https:// it means that your computer is 
“talking” to the website in a secure code so that 
eavesdropping will not occur.

The best advice seems to be to avoid entering sensi-
tive information, such as a credit card or Social Se-
curity number, on an http website.  Instead, look 
first for that https:// in the address bar.

“Certainly using an unsecure (http://) connection to 
send sensitive information is a situation best 
avoided.  However, due to proliferation of digital 
spoofing schemes, a secure (https://) connection

HOW ABOUT that PADLOCK ICON?

If you’re using Internet Explorer you may have no-
ticed that padlock icon to the right of the address bar.  
In Firefox it appears in the bottom of the browser 
frame.  What does it do for you?  It’s another way of 
checking that a website is secure and it indicates that 
your information will be encrypted.

�x�� When checking for a padlock, don’t be fooled 
by one that appears on the web page itself.  It 
is possible for a fraudster to copy the image of a 
padlock.  You need to check that it is in the win-
dow frame of the browser itself.

�x�� When making purchases over the web, know 
your retailer.  Look for evidence of a physical 
address and landline telephone contact details.  
You may consider phoning them before you 
place an order.

�x�� These secure indicators may not appear on the 
site until you are on the page where you are 
asked to submit personal data.  In summary, to 
keep safe out there, before entering personal in-
formation, look for the Padlock or the addition of 
that s to the http:// up there in the address bar.

�x�� And let us all remember the old adage:
“If an offer looks too good to be true

 then it probably is.” 

is not necessarily an absolute guarantee of 
safety.  You should still take steps to ensure you 
are dealing with a reputable entity, and that you 
are actually connected to a web site operated by 
the entity with whom you are doing business 
(rather than a look-alike site set up as a deception 
by cybercrooks).”
